Students learn from stories and videos. To enable video learning, we’ve written a new collection of video cases, each of which illustrates a concept or practice described in respective book chapters.  Each chapter has two or more business video cases (26 video case studies in all). Case study questions link the videos to chapter concepts.  In addition, there are 12 Instructional Videos organized by chapter. The Instructional Videos cover topics that don't quite rise to the level of being a case study, but nevertheless illustrate an important concept or demonstrate the uses of information systems.  The cases and videos can be used either in the classroom as interactive discussion sessions, or as team presentations.  The video cases can also be used as individual assignments outside of the classroom.

The video cases are formatted as PDF files containing the case study text, with a link to the video for that case.  The instructional videos are formatted simply as links to a video that describes an MIS concept or development.  The videos are stored either on corporate or various Web servers.  

To access the videos and cases you will be asked to register and then login.  This process is straightforward and takes just a minute. 

Here's what you can do with the cases and instructional videos:

1. Click on individual video cases and view the videos online.  You can then save the PDF video case on your hard drive, and distribute to students by using your campus server where you can post the video cases.  

2. You can click on the Download All button, and download all the PDF video cases to your hard drive or campus server for reviewing and distribution to students.  

In order to preserve the educational value of these video cases, please do not post the video cases or answers to the case study questions on the public Internet.  Also, please ask your students not to do so.
